READING

Recognizes that printed words are related to spoken words

Recognizes that letters represent sounds in words 

Utilizes letter/sound associations to decode words

Reads print from top to bottom and left to right on the page  

Recognizes sight word vocabulary

Derives meaning from printed material

Distinguishes reality and fantasies in stories

Reads text aloud with expression and with regard to punctuation

Understands and responds to the ideas and feelings expressed in reading material

Comprehends through a variety of strategies:  prior knowledge, prediction, retelling, and main ideas/details

Locates contexts clues

Predicts outcomes

Draws conclusions from literature

Begins to read and understand simple written directions

Demonstrates a desire to read and discuss the reading material

Reads for a variety of purposes

Practices oral/silent reading for enjoyment

PHONICS / SPELLING

Recognizes sound-symbol correspondence including initial, medial, and final consonants, short and long vowels, consonant blends, vowel combinations, and digraphs

Identifies base words

Identifies and spells high frequency words

Applies phonetic rules where applicable

Utilizes spelling as an integrated part of writing

LANGUAGE ARTS

Listens purposefully and follows directions accurately

Identifies and produces rhyming words

Recognizes fragments and complete sentences

Identifies telling, asking, and exclaiming sentences

Capitalizes sentence beginnings and pronoun “I”

Uses periods and question marks correctly

Recognizes an apostrophe and a comma

Recognizes naming words and action words

Forms plurals by adding –s or –es to words

Capitalizes proper nouns

Identifies and associates pronouns to nouns

Identifies root words, compound words, contractions, and possessive nouns

Recognizes adjectives and correctly uses prepositions

Uses appropriate subject-verb agreement

Understands alphabetical order

WRITING

Initiates ideas for writing

Writes sentences as a response to stories using capital letters and punctuation marks

Applies knowledge of spelling in writing activities

Writes for different purposes (e.g. invitations, stories, descriptions)

Uses correct word order in a sentence

Writes simple, sequential stories with a beginning, middle, and end

HANDWRITING SKILLS

Develops fine-motor skills

Writes sentences using correct formation of manuscript letters

MATHEMATICS

Understands word names for numbers

Writes, reads, and counts 1-100

Understands adding and subtracting across and down

Recognizes number combinations such as 8 is 7+1, 4+4, 6+2

Counts by 2s, 5s, and 10s to 100

Recognizes one more and one less

Knows addition and subtraction facts 0-20

Recognizes use of commutative property for addition: 4+1=1+4

Adds and subtracts with 0

Adds and subtracts numbers to at least 100

Discovers the relationship between addition and subtraction through fact families

Begins to use and understand place value of tens and ones

Identifies ordinal numbers through tenth

Solves addition and subtraction problems with one-and two-digit numbers

Reads and solves real life problems

Writes and solves number sentences from word problems using +,-

Develops a basic mathematical vocabulary (e.g. counting on, add, plus, counting back, minus, take away, etc.)

Tells time and writes time to the hour, half hour

Understands the calendar

Creates, copies, and extends patterns

Understands fractions- ½, ¼. 1/3

Recognizes geometric shapes

Identifies corners and sides

Interprets a variety of graphs

Understands measurement concepts and begins to use a ruler

Makes comparisons using terms such as shortest, longest

SOCIAL STUDIES

 Self-awareness (Who am I? How have I changed? Where am I from?)

Learns how families are alike and different

Learns responsibilities of work and play; family rules etc.

Learns ways that families change

Demonstrates understanding of feelings and friendship

Learns that food, shelter, clothing and love are the basic needs of families

(Where foods come, where wool comes from, different shelters, etc.)

Identifies holiday celebrations

Demonstrates knowledge of how we get around to interact and work together (transportation)

Learns about safety rules

Learns about communities and community helpers

Learns about different landforms (forests, swamps, deserts, mountains, and rivers)

Recognizes oceans on a map

Learns about recycling and the environment (Why are trees important?)

Learns about endangered animals

Map SKILLS

Understands the difference between maps and globes

Recognizes the globe as a symbol of the earth

Distinguishes between land and water on a map and globe

Uses the following words correctly: left-right, up-down, near-far, closer-farther

Understands map symbols, legends, and cardinal points

Identifies the north and south poles

Distinguishes which land masses or bodies of water seem larger of smaller

SCIENCE

Identifies a variety of plants and animals

Identifies different adult animals and their young (cow-calf, hen-chick, horse-colt, etc)

Identifies the needs of plants and animals

Learns about seeds

Identifies the parts of a plant and their functions (roots, stem, leaves, petals)

Learns to classify animals (mammals, reptiles, fish, amphibians, birds)

Learns about extinct animals (dinosaurs)

Learns about insects and recognizes parts of an insect

Learns about the lifecycles of a frog and a butterfly

Discovers ways that plants and animals help people

Learns about food chains

Identifies various animal homes

Compares living things and non-living things

Compares day and night

Observes objects in the day and night sky

Identifies the importance of the sun (light and heat)

Identifies the changes in the shape of the moon on different days

Identifies when stars can be seen and why

Identifies the planet names and placement in the universe (Our Solar System)

Recognizes seasons and weather changes

Identify the 5 senses

Understands that different parts of the body have specific functions

Understands that bodies need to be cared for (clean is healthy, going to the dentist, etc.)

ART

Understands art as a form of meaningful communication

Learns to use various tools and material correctly

Represents something observed, imagined, or remembered using color 

MUSIC

Sings numerous short songs from a variety of times, places, and themes

Sings in a controlled manner

Sings with a group trying to blend

Responds with movement to different meters (walking, skipping, swaying, marching)

Identifies when an instrument stops playing and a different one starts

Claps rhythms and recognizes when a steady beat is clapped

LIBRARY

Learns library procedures

Chooses books from pre-selected collection in the library

Selects material for information and pleasure

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

Develops eye-hand coordination, small and gross motor skills, and social skills

Understands team play

Enjoys participating in physical activities
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
